Course Description
This course will feature a survey of Acts-Revelation, an exposure to relevant introductory issues, and an exegesis of some central texts.

Course Objectives
By the end of this course the student should be able to:
1. Summarize the basic contents and theology of Acts-Revelation.
2. Summarize the critical and introductory issues in Acts-Revelation.
3. Demonstrate an ability to memorize and retain selected NT texts. 
4. Demonstrate measurable advancement in knowledge of the New Testament 
5. Apply basic study methods to epistolary literature

		1.	Reading
· 	Read the required material (Bible: Acts through Revelation, and Textbooks) corresponding to the class lectures.    
· For Bible readings, students may read from their preferred translation, but not paraphrases.

	2.	Memorization and Text Identification
There is nothing more fundamental to the Christian life and ministry than knowing the Bible. Therefore, locating and identifying passages in the NT is a prominent feature of this course.

The exam will consist of NT texts that students must be able to identify the book, chapter, and sometimes verse in which a given event, person, or quotation appears.  

The exam will contain quotations/persons/events and students must supply the text citation. For instance: 
“All have sinned and fall short of the Glory of God” – Answer: Rom 3:23 
Peter meets Cornelius – Answer: Acts 10.  

The professor will provide handouts that list significant events, persons, and quotations and students will complete these worksheets and use them to prepare for the exam. The format of the exams will simply be selections taken from the worksheets.  


3.	Study Questions
Students will complete a (large) set of study questions taken from the NT. The questions follow canonical order. Because there are a significant number of questions and, more importantly, deepening our knowledge of the Bible is absolutely essential, students are encouraged to begin working on the study questions as soon as possible.

		4. 	Interpretation Exercises
Students will prepare 3 interpretation exercises based on a study method that will be presented during the class lectures. The texts for this exercise will be assigned in class.

5. 	Exam
